Pasco Hernando State College

Students must initially qualify for Dual Enrollment by having an unweighted high school GPA of 3.0 or above.
Application:  Students may submit the following to Admissions in person at any PHSC campus, or by email to: admissions@phsc.edu.
· Dual Enrollment Home/Private School Application for Admission
· A photo ID
· A copy of the high school transcript with unweighted high school GPA (also can be submitted in person to Admissions in a sealed envelope.)
When the application is processed, the student will be assigned a PHSC student ID number.
· Take the PERT placement test. (Or you can submit SAT or ACT scores that are less than 2 years old to the Admissions office.) Visit PHSC's Testing Services to schedule the PERT. The PERT consists of three sections: Reading, Writing, and Math. You are allowed a maximum of two attempts at taking the PERT.  The test scores will determine which classes you are eligible to take. You must score at college level in Reading and Writing in order to participate in Dual Enrollment.
